4.  Receive up to two replacement ballots if he or she makes a mistake prior to the ballot 
being cast. 

5.  An explanaƟon if his or her registraƟon or idenƟty is in quesƟon. 

6.  If his or her registraƟon or idenƟty is in quesƟon, cast a provisional ballot. 

7.  WriƩen instrucƟons to use when voƟng, and, upon request, oral instrucƟons in voƟng 
from elecƟons officers. 

8.  Vote free from coercion or inƟmidaƟon by elecƟons officers or any other person. 

9.  Vote on a voƟng system that is in working condiƟon and that will allow votes to be 
accurately cast.

10.  Make sure that his or her completed ballot is correct before leaving the polling staƟon.
